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BlogTalkRadio is a social media application. It is the first platform to combine web2.0 
technologies and make that combination available for free. 
 
Although the basic element of this internet radio platform is the telephone, there is more to it 
than dialing a number and talking. 
 
This is a �guide� to using BlogTalkRadio. It is based on information available on their website, 
and personal experience. 
 
For several months, I have produced and hosted shows via landline, cellphone and Skype. 
 
There are more than 4000 people who have done a show on BlogTalkRadio since its inception 
in August 2006. I learned about it at an internet marketing conference organized by Mark 
Hendricks in October 2007. One of the speakers mentioned his internet radio show. Since I had 
some experience with AM radio, I knew I wanted an internet show as he described his. 
 
I went to www.blogtalkradio.com and registered as a host. 
 
You can listen to shows without registering. But, if you do register, you gain access to features 
such as the �chat� area.

On the Landing Page for www.BlogTalkRadio.com, you will find Navigation Bar that has two 
lines, each with links to several pages of information, 
 
The top line: Home, Register, On-air, Guides, Channels, Stations and Best of BTR. 
 
The bottom line: About, Press, Our Blog, What is BTR, BTR Store, Advertise, Revenue Sharing, 
Contact Us and Help/FAQ. 
 
Below the Navigation area is a Banner Ad supplied by BTR. They keep whatever revenue is 
generated from advertising, until you complete the form on the Revenue Sharing page. 
 
Check the �I agree�� and then �Submit.� 
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The Featured area displays three images of popular, or new, shows on the system that scroll 
horizontally. These show are not necessarily on the air at the time you view the page. 
 
Below the large images are Today�s Shows. As you can see, there are 12 on the first page, but, 
in this example, there are 588 scheduled. The current shows are listed until they end, at which 
time the list changes. 
 
In the promotional box, there is an image, two lines of blue text, an orange line of text and black 
text. Clicking anywhere it the box takes you to the �profile� page, which is also the �home� page 
for the show.  
 
The orange line tells people the show will air soon, the date and the start time. 
 
The right column is used by BlogTalkRadio to promote itself. At the top of the column are 
several banner ads for specific channels that are operating on the system. BlogTalkRadio�s 
business model enables you to license the technology and produce your own radio station. 
 
At the bottom of the page is a �tag cloud,� a list of shows that are using the �chat� function and 
links to news about BlogTalkRadio. 
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What is BlogTalkRadio? 
BTR is a social media communication application that provides everyone with something to say an opportunity to 
say it online. BTR began in August 2006. There were a few people hosting shows for a small number of listeners. 
By August 2008, more than 4000 people had hosted a show for more than

The most efficient way to communicate with an audience is by the spoken word. 
 
One to one communication can be done face to face, or by telephone. 
 
One to many communication can be done if you have a group of people in the same area and 
you have a loud voice, or a public address system. 
 
But what if your audience is spread out, across your city, state, or country?

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Background 
 
In August 2006 Alan Levy and Bob Charish established BlogTalkRadio.com The goal was to become the leading 
social radio network. By August 2008, they were the acknowledged leaders. 
 
BTR provides the tools to create a live talk show that can be heard around the world - without the need for 
expensive equipment or downloads.  
 
Within months of the site’s official launch, BlogTalkRadio had thousands of hosts and hundreds of thousands of 
listeners. Users were, and still are, in every corner of the globe. Shows cover every imaginable topic� Notable 
guests and hosts include politicians, authors and business executives. 
 
But the significance of the platform is that millions of bloggers � social commentators - have an oppo rtunity to 
interact with their audience in a live, real-time manner.
